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Borough of Jefferson Hills

Regular Meeting of Council

February 13, 2006

The regular meeting of Council was called to order by President Militzer at 7:30 p.m. in the

Municipal Center, 925 Old Clairton Road.  Following the Pledge of Allegiance, Mayor Green and

Council Members Cmar, King, Kulish, Militzer, Oskin, Serapiglia and Weir answered to roll call.

Borough Manager Clark, Engineer Omer, Solicitor LoPresti and Police Chief Maple were also

present.  Public Service Coordinator McVicker was absent.

Mayor Green read and presented the following proclamation to Mary E. Larcinese:

WHEREAS, the Officials of the Borough of Jefferson Hills are desirous of recognizing

outgoing Mayor Mary E. Larcinese for her years of service to the residents of the Borough of

Jefferson Hills.

WHEREAS, Mary E. Larcinese was first elected as a Member of Council for a four-year

term commencing January 1990 and was re-elected to a second four-year term commencing January

1994 of which she served as the first female President of Council in 1996 and 1997; and

WHEREAS, Mary E. Larcinese was then elected as Mayor of the Borough of Jefferson

Hills for a four-year term commencing January 1998 and was re-elected to a second four-year term

commencing January 2001; and 

WHEREAS, Mary E. Larcinese especially devoted much of her efforts in the area of

municipal planning of emergency services, and the organization and operation of the Police

Department; and

WHEREAS, Mary E. Larcinese has not only carried out the duties required as a Member

of Council and Mayor of the Borough of Jefferson Hills, but has further advanced the principles of

the democratic form of government which is basically derived from and dependent upon the citizens

of Boroughs such as the Borough of Jefferson Hills; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOROUGH OF JEFFERSON

HILLS, IN COUNCIL ASSEMBLED, that when this Council adjourns this evening, it does so out

of deep respect and gratitude to Mary E. Larcinese for her unselfish service and dedication to duty

demonstrated during her terms of office as a Member of Council and as Mayor of the Borough of

Jefferson Hills, and that this proclamation be entered upon the permanent records of this Borough

in order that future public officials and citizens of this Community may be apprised of the mark she

has made in public service.

CITIZENS:

Tracy Khalil - 5035 Walton Road - Recreation Authority Member asked why Phil Schulte

was not re-appointed to the Recreation Authority.  He reported during his tenure, there was a



complete renovation of the GBU Building at Gill Hall Park, a scoreboard, irrigation and batting

cages were added to 885 Park, etc.  

Mr. Serapiglia replied Article 5 of the 1976 Charter that created the Recreation Authority

states there will be: 1) a summer recreation program and there is none.  2) a Memorial Day program,

and that is handled by the Floreffe Fire Company.  3) Community Day, and the Recreation Authority

does hold that.  4) Easter Egg Hunt and there is none.  5) Facilities planning, of which no new

facilities have been procured.  6) Maintenance, which he agreed they do.  He advised these are the

reasons he did not vote for Mr. Schulte.

Mr. Oskin advised he did not vote for Mr. Schulte because he thought it was time for a

change.  He stated he thought the Recreation Authority did a good job, but was disappointed they

never expanded. 

Dr. Kulish advised his understanding of expanding the Board was to have a broader

representation on the Board. 

Mr. King advised when he and Mr. Khalil were re-appointed to the Recreation Authority their

appointments did not occur until March as they were tabled for two months because they needed to

come to a compromise that the Recreation Authority would agree to expand to 15 members.  He

advised the Authority was in unanimous agreement to expand, but there was some wording that was

questioned on how members would be appointed. 

Mrs. Cmar advised she has attended the last 12-13 Community Days and she personally saw

how hard Mr. Schulte worked, and thought the way Council removed him was tragic.

Mr. Khalil distributed a list of pending items not completed to date at the parks. 

Mr. Khalil requested Members of Council rotate attending the Recreation Authority Meetings

to open the lines of communications.  Mr. Weir requested the Members of the Recreation Authority

also rotate attendance at the Council Meetings.

Mr. Serapiglia asked why, according to their audits, the Recreation Authority always loses

money on Community Day.  Mr. Khalil explained the biggest expenses are the fireworks, the bands

and the flyers.  Mr. Serapiglia requested the Recreation Authority annual audit be given to Council.

Mrs. Mortle advised the Borough also needs a copy of the 2004 audit done by the CPA for the

newly-appointed Recreation Authority Treasurer’s bond. 

Mrs. Cmar requested Mr. Clark contact Pleasant Hills and West Mifflin and ask them if their

Community Day makes money.  Mr. Clark reported Pleasant Hills has a fund-raising drive prior to

their Community Day, and then spends accordingly. 

Dr. Kulish moved the minutes of reorganization meeting January 3, 2006, be approved

seconded by Mr. Oskin and carried unanimously.

Mr. Weir moved the January 2006 bills be approved as follows: General Fund $473,608.51,

Disbursement Pension Fund $4,300.10, Sewer Revenue Account $707,978.82, Escrow Account

$15,708.10, Highway Aid Fund $31,419.28, Sewer & Water Assessment $37,232.10, CMA Sewer

Trunk Line Ext. $57,639.10 and Storm Sewer $5,447.45.  Dr. Kulish stated for the past 6-7 months



Mrs. Cmar has been voting no on the bills without giving a reason, and requested if there is a

problem that the rest of Council needs to be made aware of, he wished she would explain.  Mrs.

Cmar explained if there is a bill on the list for 1280 Gill Hall Road, she will not vote to pay it.  She

also thought the Solicitor’s bill is too generic, and therefore, needs more detail.  Motion was

seconded by Mr. Oskin and carried on a 6-1 roll call vote.  Council Members King, Kulish, Oskin,

Serapiglia, Weir and Militzer voted yes.  Council Member Cmar voted no.

Dr. Kulish moved the payrolls for the month of January 2006 be approved as follows:

General Fund $147,755.10, Sewer Revenue Account $2,588.09, and ESA General Fund $1,563.06,

seconded by Mr. Serapiglia and carried unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:

1) Corrective Action Plans

West Elizabeth Sewershed: An application for Pennvest funds was successfully

submitted on February 1, 2006, We are drafting a letter to the legislative support in

the area to make them aware of the funding request of the Borough.  There was over

400 million dollars requested in funding from the communities around the

Commonwealth.

The solicitor of WESA has requested information on billing.  We are working with

the solicitor on this issue.

There are no tap restrictions being imposed by DEP in this watershed.

Clairton: A Correction Action Plan (CAP) was adopted by Council on the 29th of

December and forwarded to the DEP for approval on the 30th. 

The plan summarizes the actions that will be taken by the Borough to try to resolve

the various questions that are being asked by both the Health Department and the

DEP.

The annual report for work completed was submitted to the PADEP this past week.

As reported at the January 11, 2006 meeting, we are putting together cost estimated

to repair the major system defects.   We plan to meet with the Borough Manager to

determine the level of funding for the program this year and project phases if

necessary.

The plan includes the following components, status is as follows:

1. Dye Testing - Enough historical information was present such that

this task does not need to begin until year two of the plan.

2. CCTV and Cleaning - completed 34% this past year, 25% was

required.  The Borough saved over $350,000 by claiming credit for

prior work and stating that the pipes put in since 1993 don’t need

inspected.

3. Mapping - The survey is complete and the Borough staff is verifying

manhole location for this item.



4. Repair and location of manholes - The Borough staff is verifying

manhole locations and a letter issued to the Council will aid in the

effectiveness of this item.

5. Flow monitoring - Ongoing.

6. Repair contracts - This item is being determined and budgeted now.

There are tap restrictions being imposed by DEP in this watershed.

On the recommendation of the Borough Engineer, Mrs. Cmar moved to approve Current

Estimate No. 2 in the amount of $36,643.41 for Robinson Pipe Cleaning for the CCTV of portions

of the Borough and to forward the appropriate paper work to SHACOG for processing, seconded by

Mr. Serapiglia and carried unanimously.

Clairton’s Authority is requesting clarification on the agreements for Hunters Field.

We are working with the Solicitor on this issue.  She advised there is a meeting with

the Clairton Municipal Authority on Thursday, February 23rd at 3:00 p.m.

2) Planning Commission

Richards Plan of Lots Phase II  - Preliminary and final approval for subdividing

three lots, located on Stevens Ridge and Majestic Lane, owned by Steven and Andrea

Richard, was approved by the Planning Commission and Borough Engineer.

Sisco Plan of Lots - Preliminary and final approval for subdividing two lots, known

as the Sisco Plan of Lots, located on Old Clairton Road, owned by Raymond Sisco,

was approved by the Planning Commission and Borough Engineer.

Ambulance Association Land Development - Preliminary and final approval for

construction of a new office/garage/dispatch center, known as the Ambulance

Association Land Development, located on Century Drive, owned by the Jefferson

Hills Area Ambulance Association, Inc., was approved by the Planning Commission

and Borough Engineer.

Patriot Pointe Phase 1 - 2nd Amendment - Preliminary and final approval for

subdividing two lots through newly-constructed units to create party walls, known

as Patriot Pointe Phase 1 - 2nd Amendment, located on Independence Drive, owned

by the Southersby Development Company, was approved by the Planning

Commission and Borough Engineer.

3) Mapping/Stormwater Phase II

We have been working with a watershed group in a neighboring watershed and am

happy to present the Stormwater Management Primer as a tool to comply with the

goals set by the Phase II process.

We will also be reviewing a copy of an article on computer recycling as a form of

education to reduce pollution to the storm sewers.



4) Development Status

Jefferson Estates Phase III - Home construction is continuing. 

Chamberlin Ridge - Final inspection was requested.

Patriot Pointe Phase I - Paving is completed, home construction is underway, request

for acceptance has been made and we are meeting to discuss the differences between

the approved plans and the as-builts.  There are also a number of punch list items

remaining.

Patriot Pointe Phase II - Work is underway.

Richards Plan of Lots - Construction is to be commenced by the developer.

5) Installation of School Crossing Signs on Old Clairton Road

The lines are complete and have been verified.

On the recommendation of the Borough Engineer, Dr. Kulish moved to approve Current

Estimate No. 2 and Final in the amount of $3,028.81 for Traffic Control and Engineering Co., for

the installation of the school zone flashing signal, seconded by Mr. Oskin and carried unanimously.

6) FEMA Projects

The direction given by FEMA/PEMA to the Borough is to bid both types of

construction (roadway relocation/retaining wall) and then the scope will be finalized

based on costs received.

Bids will be opened prior to the next Council meeting to allow for decisions from

Council.

7) Bond Issue Projects

It is our understanding that the bond funds need to be spent within a specific time

frame.  It is clear that the two priorities are a salt storage facility and a public works

facility.  The Council still has to discuss the third possible project.  Mr. Weir moved

to allow the Borough Engineer to move forward with the designs for the Salt Storage

Facility and the Public Works Facility, seconded by Dr. Kulish and carried

unanimously.

8) Superpave and 2006 Paving Program

The State is now switching from the use of typical paving types to superpave.  This

changeover required that all monies from liquid fuels that are to be used in paving

much specify superpave as the asphalt mixture used.

This means that borough paving crews must be trained in the application of

superpave and that the Manager must specify the design mixture for the asphalt based



on traffic counts and traffic type.  The other solution to the issue would be for the

Borough to fund the program from non-liquid fuels money.

Dr. Kulish requested Mr. Clark contact Lindy Paving and PennDOT to find out exactly who

has the information to be shared with our staff on applying superpave.  Mr. Weir advised he had a

news article explaining how to apply superpave and he would copy it for Mr. Clark.  In response to

Mr. Serapiglia’s inquiry Mr. Clark advised he contacted Allegheny County and the Borough can use

the County bidding contract for milling roads.

Ms. Omer advised the staff meeting is Thursday at 9:00 a.m.

Mr. King asked Mr. Clark if he knew the cost per mile of paving Borough roads and Mr.

Clark replied it varies on the amount of work needed to each road.  Mr. King asked for an average

cost.  Mr. Serapiglia advised the cost of milling has to be factored into the cost.  Mr. Weir asked if

the Borough had a Comprehensive Plan listing which roads will be paved each year.  Mr. Militzer

requested Mr. McVicker walk the roads in the Borough to make the list.  Dr. Kulish advised two

years ago no roads were paved because all the employee’s time was spend fixing catch basins in Deer

Park.  The Borough bought a $94,000 paver and trained the employees on it.  Since the Borough did

not pave any roads in 2004, it has put the Borough behind on their paving list.

Mayor Green reported because of problems with speeding, running stop signs, and not

obeying the new school warning signs, the Police Department will start giving tickets to offenders.

POLICE CHIEF’S REPORT:

The Police Chief reported police activities for January as follows: 133 citations issued, 18

traffic accidents with no injuries, and 1,082 calls answered.

The Secretary/Treasurer reported investments with Sky Bank totaling $6,732,779.23.

Mr. Oskin moved the commissions and refund be paid, seconded by Mr. King and carried

unanimously.

COMMUNICATIONS:

The Secretary/Treasurer read a letter from the Planning Commission advising at the regular

meeting January 23, 2006 members unanimously recommended the following:

1. A request of the Developer to table preliminary approval for a Land Development

known as Blackwood Acres, located on 48 acres along Gill Hall Road, off Stilley

Road and Gillcrest Road, owned by Blackwood Acres Associates, L.P. was denied

due to the Developer’s failure to comply with the Solicitor’s letter dated January 20,

2006.

2. Preliminary approval for Land Development known as Blackwood Acres was denied

due to the Developer’s failure to attend tonight’s meeting and their failure to meet the

requirements as documented by the Borough Engineer.

3. Final approval for a 3-lot subdivision known as Richard Plan of Lots Phase II,

located on Stevens Ridge Drive and Majestic Lane was granted contingent upon; a)

The relocation of the temporary cul-de-sac to a location beyond the subdivided lots

in accordance with the approval of the Borough Engineer, b) The removal of all non-

recorded roads, lots and subdivision references, etc., from the plans in accordance

with the approval of the Engineer.



4. Preliminary and final approval for a 2-lot subdivision known as Sisco Subdivision

located at 124 Old Clairton Road was granted.

AGENDA ITEMS:

Dr. Kulish moved to grant preliminary and final land development plan approval to construct

new office/garage/dispatch center for the ambulance association on Century Drive for Jefferson Hills

Area Ambulance Association, Inc., seconded by Mrs. Cmar and carried unanimously.

Mr. Serapiglia moved to grant preliminary and final approval of the Richard Plan of Lots

Phase 2, a 3-lot subdivision (2 on Majestic Lane & 1 on Stevens Ridge Drive) by Steve A. & Andrea

L. Richard, seconded by Mrs. Cmar and carried unanimously.

Dr. Kulish moved to grant preliminary and final approval of Sisco Plan, a 2-lot subdivision

at 123 Old Clairton Road by Raymond Sisco, seconded by Mr. Serapiglia and carried unanimously.

On the recommendation of the Planning Commission and Borough Engineer, Mr. King

moved to grant preliminary and final approval of the 2nd Amendment to Patriot Pointe Phase 1, a

resubdivision of Lot 109 on Jackson Drive by Southersby Development Corp., seconded by Mrs.

Cmar and carried unanimously.

Mr. Weir asked if he understood that if Council does not grant approval for an extension to

a project, then the approval automatically is approved, and Mr. LoPresti replied yes.  Dr. Kulish

moved to table preliminary approval of the Blackwood Acres Residential Development and

resubmitting the issue of preliminary approval of the Development to the Planning Commission of

the Borough of Jefferson Hills for consideration and recommendation at its March 27, 2006 meeting,

based on the Developer granting the Borough a written extension of time by an additional 120 days

for municipal action on its Residential Development Project.  Motion seconded by Mr. King and

carried unanimously.

Mr. Oskin moved to authorize Keystone Municipal Collections to revive real estate tax liens

for tax year 1984, subject to the approval of the Solicitor, seconded by Mrs. Cmar and carried

unanimously.

Mrs. Cmar moved to authorize Creditech, Inc., to report all delinquent garbage accounts to

the Credit Bureaus.  Mrs. Mortle advised there is no cost to the Borough and all delinquent fees are

paid by the customer.  Motion seconded by Dr. Kulish and carried unanimously.

Mr. Serapiglia moved to authorize the Solicitor to prepare and advertise an ordinance

amending Chapter 1, Section 1-443 of the Code of Ordinance for the Educational Service Agency

to delete the prohibition against elected officials of the borough and school district from serving on

the Agency, seconded by Dr. Kulish and carried unanimously.

Mr. Serapiglia nominated Richard Beam to the Recreation Authority for the unexpired term

of Greg Nuss ending December 31, 2007, seconded by Dr. Kulish and carried unanimously.

Dr. Kulish moved to authorize the Solicitor to advertise the necessary ordinance under the

Local Tax Enabling Act to change the name of the Occupational Privilege Tax to the Emergency



Municipal Service Tax, in accordance with the adopted 2006 Budget of the Borough of Jefferson

Hills, and imposing and levying the tax at the rate of $52 per year with an exemption from the tax

granted to any person whose total income from all sources is less than $12,000 per annum, seconded

by Mr. Oskin.  Mr. Weir moved to amend the motion to specify that the full amount collected from

this tax be put directly into the road department.  Mr. Militzer advised Mr. Weir that the amendment

would be for a second motion, because the original motion already has a first and a second.  Motion

failed 4-3 on a roll call vote.  Council Members Cmar, King, Serapiglia and Weir voted no.  Council

Members Kulish, Oskin and Militzer voted yes.

Mr. Militzer moved to authorize the Civil Service Commission to prepare an eligibility list

for new police officers, seconded by Mr. King and carried unanimously.

Mrs. Cmar moved to authorize the Civil Service Commission to prepare an eligibility list for

sergeants, seconded by Mr. King and failed 4-3 on a roll call vote.  Council Members Kulish, Oskin,

Serapiglia, and Militzer voted no.  Council Members Cmar, King and Weir voted yes.

Mr. Militzer read Resolution No. 7-2006, TO APPROVE AND ACCEPT A REVISED

SANITARY SEWER SERVICE DISCONNECTION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE BOROUGH

OF JEFFERSON HILLS AND THE PLEASANT HILLS AUTHORITY.”  Ms. Omer explained

there are several acres near the Pleasant Hills Treatment Plant on which 525 homes are planned over

a ten-year period that should drain into the Pleasant Hills Treatment Plant.  She stated we are

working on having them drain to the Clairton Treatment Plant instead.  There has been an agreement

since 1965 and the agreement says there must be a connection agreement to be in order to allow us

to get out of the system.  She advised the tap-in fees from that development will pay for the sanitary

sewer lines.  Mrs. Cmar moved to adopt Resolution No. 7-2006, seconded by Mr. Militzer and

carried unanimously.

GENERAL BUSINESS:

Dr. Kulish stated Mr. Clark attends the Recreation Authority meetings, and he expects Mr.

Clark to carry out all their suggestions or points made to be carried out in an allotted amount of time.

Mr. Weir advised he was absent at the January 24 Special Meeting of Council to sell the

house at 1280 Gill Hall Road because of a family emergency.  For the record, he stated he would

have voted yes to sell the house.

Mr. Weir reported he rode around the Borough today with Mr. McVicker looking at the

homes set for demolition, and in view of how unsafe they are, asked Mr. Clark when they are slated

for demotion.  Mr. Clark advised when Mr. McVicker makes his list, he submits it to the Solicitor,

then there’s a hearing.  If we applied for funds through the County, that usually delays it another

year.

Mr. Weir moved the Solicitor be authorized to prepare the necessary documents to create an

Economic Development Committee of Jefferson Hills consisting of seven community members.  His

reason was residential development has exploded, and for every $1 you take in taxes, you spend

$2.13.  Motion seconded by Dr. Kulish and carried unanimously.  Ms. Omer reported the summer

intern created a CD on the Route 51 corridor and suggested that be distributed when members are

appointed.



Mr. Serapiglia suggested the Borough put information regarding Allegheny County’s Act 202

in the building permit packets for new construction making the owners aware of their two year

abatement program.  Solicitor LoPresti requested this issue be tabled until he can look at the

program, and see if the Borough forgets to insert the paper into the building permit packets, will the

Borough then be responsible for paying their County taxes.  Solicitor LoPresti suggested issuing a

press release instead of taking on that responsibility.

Mrs. Cmar reported she is working with Donna Schultz and the Recreation Authority on

creating a Chapter of AARP.  Their first meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, March 22 in the

Community Room from 7:00 - 9:00 p.m.  Mrs. Cmar reported she and Mrs. Schultz have set up a

children’s summer parks program including crafts and movie nights.  

Mayor Green reported the Police Department will be holding a Child Identification Program

with the date to be announced later.  He advised there will also be a defense class for women in April

conducted by Officer Behers.  He apologized for no reports from the Fire Companies, as he was

unaware Mr. McVicker would be absent this evening.  He reported the following members attending

Firefighters 1 Status Classes: Gill Hall - 7, Floreffe - 2 and 885 - 4.  He advised next month there

will be a Firefighter of the Month and a Police Officer of the Month awards and recognized at the

Council Meeting.  In response to Dr. Kulish’s inquiry, Mayor Green advised the fire departments

have a committee who make recommendations to him for the Fireman of the Month.  He advised at

the end of the year, the names of the Fireman and Police Officer of the Month will be entered into

a drawing for a reward.

Mayor Green advised workstations were budgeted to be placed in the Police Department

weight room, but after discussion with the Chief and officers, they would prefer to have their current

workstations updated saving the Borough money.  He would like the leftover money put into the

Police Department Training Fund.

Mr. Militzer reported he was advised by Mr. McVicker from the Allegheny County Engineer

that there are no funds available to correct the landslide on Old Clairton Road.  Tomorrow the

County will send employees to put up temporary barricades.

Mr. Militzer requested Mr. Clark send a letter to Chief Full stating the two dates for the

informational hearing for the move to Allegheny County 911 and requesting their presence.  The two

dates available are March 15 or March 29.

Mr. Militzer advised when a new development comes into the Borough, he would like a

member of the Planning Commission, Environmental Quality Board, Recreation Authority, Jefferson

Fire Rescue and Zoning Hearing Board attend the Council Meeting to answer any questions Council

might have and so there is no miscommunications.

Mr. Weir asked if there was a 911 tour scheduled on Wednesday, and Mr. Plavchak advised

he will call.

Mr. Militzer adjourned the meeting at 9:11 p.m., on motion by Mr. Weir and seconded by

Mr. King and carried unanimously.
