
Borough of Jefferson Hills
Regular Meeting of Council
August 14, 2006

The regular meeting of Council was called to order by President Militzer at 7:30 p.m. in the
Municipal Center, 925 Old Clairton Road. Following the Pledge of Allegiance, Mayor Green and Council
Members King, Kulish, Militzer, Oskin and Weir answered to roll call. Engineer Omer, Solicitor LoPresti,
Police Chief Reagan were also present. Council Members Cmar and Serapiglia and Public Service
Coordinator McVicker were absent. Mr. Militzer advised Mrs. Cmar was on vacation and Mr. Serapiglia
was absent due to the death of his father Dominic Serapiglia Sr, who was a public servant of the City of
Clairton for many years and currently served as Mayor. He called for a moment of silence in his memory.

CITIZENS:

A. Mary Meredith - 2608 Ridge Road - advised her neighbors planted shrubbery and
evergreens along the fence that are between 6 and 8' high right on the property line and her
driveway. She distributed pictures showing how her driveway is affected. She advised
calling Mr. McVicker and the former Borough Manager as Borough Ordinance states a
fence along a driveway should be see-through and one foot from the property line, but
nothing has been done. Ms. Omer advised this matter will be discussed at this Thursday’s
staff meeting and she will be notified.

B. Brian Lindauer - attorney on behalf of Southersby Development Corp. - requested
comments on the Patriot Pointe access road be deferred until the Engineer’s Report.

C. Vincent Wright - 1417 S. Randolph Drive - requested his comments on the Patriot Pointe
access road be reserved until the Engineer’s Report.

D. Bonnie Brock - 216 Gill Hall Road - distributed pictures of Mr. Zokatis of Patriot Pointe,
excavating the property next to her’s and digging away the hillside that leads up to her
property. She advised the hillside is steeper than 2 to 1, which is required by the Borough.
She also reported the construction vehicles are not legally allowed on public roads, and
their’s are and they are destroying the roads. Ms. Omer advised she will talk with Mr.
McVicker regarding these issues, and have Mrs. Mortle put the findings in the Week in
Review for Council.

E. Jim Rosgony -was here representing a group of approximately two dozen homeowners
being sued by Clairton Municipal Authority for non-payment of sewer tap-in fees. He
reported during the period of August 2004 to November 2004 there was a glitch in permits
issued to Pennstar Homes. All have received Occupancy Permits from the Borough
implying all necessary fees had been paid. He reported he sent a letter on December 17,
2004 to Mr. Matta, representing the Clairton Municipal Authority, with a copy sent to
Council President and Borough Manager at the time. This letter proposed a settlement
agreement of the tap-in fees being split three ways between the homeowners, the contractor
and Jefferson Hills. He asked if Council has seen the letter, and what is their response.
Solicitor LoPresti reported someone came and talked before Council, but he was told it was
an issue between the homeowners and the developers. He advised he has not heard another
word about the issue. Ms. Omer advised the builders paid the tap-in fee to Jefferson Hills,
but Clairton started charging a tap-in fee also, and these homeowners were missed being
charged for the second tap-in fee. Mr. Rosgony gave the Solicitor a copy of the letter.



F. Clara Scott - 100 Arnoni Drive - voiced traffic and safety concerns over the use of Arnoni
Drive as the access road into Blackwood Acres.

G. Elizabeth Killmeyer - 101 Arnoni Drive - voiced concern over what might happen to her
back yard with the retaining wall and grading being done below her property.

H. Robert & Janet Graham - 500 Gill Hall Road - agreed with the concerns of his other
neighbors who spoke first.

I. Ray Pokorney - 418 Gill Hall Road - stated he lives at the corner of Gill Hall Road and
Arnoni Road and voiced concern over the entrance to Blackwood Acres being on a
hazardous corner.

Ms. Omer advised she would wait until the developer submits his plans, and she will see if he
addresses their concerns.

Mr. King moved to approve record of public hearing July 5, 2006 6:30 p.m., seconded by Mr.
Oskin and carried on a 3-0-2 roll call vote. Dr. Kulish and Mr. Weir abstained.

Mr. King moved to approve record of public hearing July 5, 2006 6:45 p.m., seconded by Mr.
Oskin and carried on a 3-0-2 roll call vote. Dr. Kulish and Mr. Weir abstained.

Dr. Kulish moved the July 2006 bills be approved as follows: General Fund $273,490.82,
Disbursement Pension Fund $4,323.78, Sewer Revenue Account $253,602.62, Escrow Account $9,321.49,
Highway Aid Fund $7,128.83, and Sewer & Water Assessment $35,557.75, seconded by Mr. Weir and
carried unanimously.

Mr. Oskin moved the payrolls for the month of July 2006 be approved as follows: General Fund
$165,750.41 and Sewer Revenue Account $3,252.03, seconded by Mr. Militzer and carried unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:
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We have received notification from the various parties involved in the geotechnical
investigation and are requesting authorization to proceed as mentioned in the attached letter
previously sent to Council.

Dr. Kulish moved to authorize Engineering Mechanics and Gateway Engineers to work with
the property owners for preliminary geotechnical investigations to proceed at a cost of
approximately $12,500.00, seconded by Mr. Oskin and carried unanimously.

There are no tap restrictions being imposed by DEP in this watershed.
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The Correction Action Plan (CAP) is continuing to move forward, with the status as
follows:



1. Dye Testing - A letter was sent requesting to use SHACOG for this item.
2. CCTV and Cleaning - The Borough submitted information to SHACOG for

inclusion in the specifications. 
3. Mapping - Control is being placed in the Borough now.
4. Repair and location of manholes - The PDA’s have been delivered to the

Borough and further training needs to occur with the staff.
5. Flow monitoring - Ongoing
6. Repair contracts - Construction of the dig point repairs is underway.  The

SHACOG lining contract was received and the costs were very reasonable.
The total cost for the contract is $130,705.00.  The completion of the lining
contract would finish the repairs of defects found in televising to date.

Mr. Oskin moved to authorize SHACOG to award the portion of the Lining Contract
that is for the Borough of Jefferson Hills to State Pipe Services, Inc. in the amount
of $130,705.00 from the Sewer Revenue Fund, seconded by Dr. Kulish and carried
unanimously.

There are tap restrictions being imposed by DEP in this watershed.
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��- Consider preliminary approval for a Land Development known as
Blackwood Acres, located on 48 acres along Gill Hall Road, off Stilley and Gillcrest, owned
by Blackwood Acres Associate L.P., to develop two single-family dwellings and fifty-two
duplexes.

Ms. Omer recommended preliminary approval of the Plan as recommended by the
Planning Commission. Conditions were as follows:

1. Maintain emergency gated access to Antler
2. Approval of Zoning Hearing Board
3. Modification for grade of road around 14%
4. Resolve any drainage issues
5. Work with the residents on Arnoni to explain the project
6. Works with the resident whose property may be encroached due to

grading from Arnoni
7. Pave Arch Street Emergency Access to Borough standards

conditioned on the variance granted by the Zoning Hearing Board
upheld in court if appealed within 30 days. Also work out the
concept or schedule in the Developer’s Agreement and make the
Planning Commission add it to the subject tos.
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��"�#���- Consider final approval for a 4-lot subdivision known as Gill Hall
Plan of Lots, located on Gill Hall Road and Peters Creek Extension Road, owned by Martin
& Celine Dowling. The Planning Commission and Borough Engineer recommend
preliminary and final approval of the Plan.
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���������� - Consider preliminary and final approval for
subdividing lot 120 through newly-constructed units to create party walls, known as 7th

Amendment to Patriot Pointe Phase 1, located off of Gill Hall Road behind Jefferson Ridge,
owned by Southersby Development. The Planning Commission and Borough Engineer



recommend preliminary and final approval of the Plan.
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��"�#����- Consider preliminary approval for subdivision known
as South Ridge Heights Plan of Lots, located on the south side of Ridge Road and east of
Siler Lane, owned by Trust B of the Reed Family Trust to create 11 single-family residential
estate lot sites. The Planning Commission and Borough Engineer recommend preliminary
and final approval of the Plan.

&�'�������������������
�(�)�� - Consider preliminary and final approval for a 2-lot
subdivision known as Royal Park Estates Plan No. 2, located along Lick Run Road, owned
by Royal Park Estates, Inc. The Planning Commission and Borough Engineer recommend
preliminary and final approval of the Plan.
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The Borough has been sampling the outfalls as required in the permit. No unauthorized or
illicit discharges have been found to date in the outfalls tested. 

Based on pictures and information provided to Gateway, we want to emphasize to the
residents that the storm drains are not a proper place for disposal of grass clippings.
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Significant progress has been made on the FEMA project since the last report due to the
efforts by Council and Congressman Tim Murphy. FEMA is awaiting a request from PEMA
for an improved project and once this occurs, then the project can move forward. The plans
and specifications are complete, all that is needed is the County Conservation Districts
approval for grading and the contract to be advertised because the previous bids had to be
rejected due to the delay. Mr. Oskin moved to authorize the Borough Secretary and Borough
Engineer to re-advertise for the project once written confirmation of FEMA approval for the
improved project is received, seconded by Dr. Kulish and carried unanimously.
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It is our understanding that the bond funds need to be spent within a specific time frame. It
is clear that the two priorities are a salt storage facility and a public works facility. A
meeting was held on August 2, 2006 with the Borough Staff and the Architect, Graves and
McLean, to begin preliminary layout of a proposed facility.

Mr. Fiore responded to the letter sent by the Borough regarding the desire to use the coal
on the property and stated that he no longer has a use for it. We are working with the
railroad who is very interested in working with the Borough to contract with the Borough
for the hauling of the spoils. We will have a cost estimate for the site preparation at the next
Council meeting. At that time, we will present a number of options and costs for the
Council to authorize.

A schedule is attached so that Council can understand the various approvals, permits and
associated time frames.

The Planning Commission met with Council on July 31, 2006 and the Planning
Commission has recommended the following planning amendments and items:

1. Single-family attached dwelling - Deletion of two family dwellings from the
R-2 zoning district

2. Minor subdivision approval process
3. Off premise direction signs
4. Technical updates to the Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance in

order to bring the specifications up-to-date with engineering practices.

The Borough Planning Consultant has more information on this, but it is being requested
that hearings be scheduled on September 6, 2006 to begin the ordinance amendment
process.
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The Borough is awaiting the return of the executed contracts after which a pre-construction
meeting is scheduled for August 15, 2006.
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The Turnpike Commission had a meeting on July 12, 2006 that Council authorized Gateway
to attend on the Borough’s behalf.  The meeting was a “Storm Water Management Review
Session”, where the Borough was allowed to review the storm water aspects of the plan, and
discuss the alternatives with the DEP. We are asking the design team to present drawings
to the Borough for display and comment by the Borough. Once these plans are provided,
then we will contact Council to determine their interest in this meeting. It could occur at a
future joint meeting of the Planning Commission and Council.
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As directed, we are reviewing this issue.
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A meeting was scheduled to review the impacts that any potential drilling would have on
all Borough property or if it can be done in a fashion to benefit the use of the properties.
The gas company will get back to the Borough when they have a proposal. In talking with
the Solicitor, she believed since it is public money and services the Borough it may have to
bid in the paper. Mr. Militzer moved to authorize the Borough Engineer to work with the
Borough Secretary to prepare an advertisement to determine if anyone else may be
interested, seconded by Mr. Oskin and carried unanimously.
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A site visit was made at the request of the staff to an area on Wray Large Road above the
concrete barriers adjacent to Route 51. The hillside below Wray Large appears to be failing,
resulting in stability issues on the Borough Road.



It was discussed with PennDOT and they are checking their records to determine the
ownership of the slope. Initial thoughts by PennDOT seem to indicate that the slope may
still be owned and or maintained by the turnpike.
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The developer has requested that we accept the improvements in the first and second phase
of the plan. The Borough Engineer recommends council authorize the Borough Solicitor and
Engineer to prepare the necessary ordinances for acceptance.
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The Solicitor is working on these issues; we do not need to do anything further, but we can
be of assistance if needed.

Mr. Militzer read Resolution No. 23-2006, “CLOSING OUT COMMUNITY CONSERVATION
PARTNERSHIPS GRANT PROJECT (BRC-TAG-7-92). On the recommendation of the Borough
Engineer, Dr. Kulish moved to adopt Resolution No. 23-2006, seconded by Mr. King and carried
unanimously.

Ms. Omer reported the City of Clairton has asked to be a part of the grant application for our
Comprehensive Plan. After explaining we are working on two plans: 1) Comprehensive Plan and 2)
Recreation Comprehensive Plan, it was decided Clairton could join with us on the first plan, and to re-
approach Pleasant Hills to see if they are interested in the second plan.

At the request of Council, Ms. Omer reported Patriot Pointe’s second access road is 60% finished,
up to Borough standards, and should be finished by the end of the week. She recommended allowing the
contractor to finish the road, and not put it out to bid.  Ann Stewart, of Southersby Development, developer
of Patriot Pointe, distributed drawings and explained the Phase 2 is a year ahead of schedule, therefore the
access road into Phase 2 is not even required yet. She advised by the end of the week they will have finished
paving all the way up to Randolph Drive South. Their attorney spoke from the audience, and urged Council
not to take any further action with respect to the call of the bonds as they are trying to finish the road. Ms.
Omer advised if the road is not finished, we won’t release the money. Ann Stewart replied the bond is for
700 feet of road that is already paved, but just needs the top coat. Vincent Wright stated the residents are
tired of waiting and want the Borough to stop the developers from finishing the road, and hire a contractor
to finish it. He stated Council is not enforcing the laws and requirements of the Borough with the Patriot
Pointe Development. 

Trish McDermott advised she filled out a citizen’s request form to speak, but her name was never
called. Mr. Militzer invited her to speak now. She stated last year Southersby Development came onto her
property, removed a patch of trees, and Ms. Stewart agreed to replace the trees. In a year, this has never
been done. She reported Ryan Homes came onto her property while she was out, and graded her property
to make it look like some of her property is now the property of the houses below her. Ms. Omer advised,
even though this is private issue, she will talk to Ryan Homes about planting the row of trees on Mrs.
McDermott’s property.

Ms. Omer explained Council has two options: 1) direct Gateway Engineers to work with
Southersby Development to get the road done by Friday, and if it is, release their money, or 2) advertise
for bids to finish the road, which she advised will probably take two months. Dr. Kulish stated he



sympathized with the residents, but there is no money in the budget to finish a road that might be finished
by the developer this week. Tim Murphy, of Southersby Development, and their attorney guaranteed the
road would be done by Tuesday, August 22nd. Mayor Green stated the Police Chief and himself will
monitor the development to make sure the trucks use the access road. Council agreed to wait until Tuesday
to see if the road is finished.

POLICE CHIEF’S REPORT:

Mayor Green  reported police activities for July as follows: 62 citations issued, 15 traffic accidents
with 6 injuries, and 859 calls answered.

Chief Reagan reported Jefferson Fire Rescue proved they are the best emergency agency when they
were called to action during a serious situation recently. He recommended Council adopt Resolution No.
19-2006 and 22-2006 later on the agenda. 

Mayor Green reported JFR is going to put the Large Fire Hall up for sale and use the proceeds to
reduce the debt of the fire departments and help them purchase more needed equipment.

SECRETARY/TREASURER’S REPORT: JULY 2006

Josephine Lipnicky reported $288,386.10 collected in Real Estate Tax for July 7 - July 27, 2006
(deposits #1 to #23).  She submitted a bill for tax expenses in the amount of $89.64.  She enclosed a list
of 3 refunds due to Official Change Orders totaling $122.69, as follows: Year 2005 R. Kosinski $46.44
Year 2005 R. Kosinski $42.22 and Year 2002 R. Kosinski $34.03.

Pa. Municipal Service Company remitted $68,192.71 for July and balance of $9.74 for June
collected in Earned Income Tax, enclosed a bill for commissions due $1,534.33; $18,456.47 collected in
Emergency Municipal Service Tax, enclosed a bill for commissions due $415.27; and collected
$178,074.76 in sewage charges, enclosed a bill for account status letters, postage and commissions due
$2,026.03.

Keystone Municipal Collections remitted $1,595.44 collected in delinquent Real Estate Tax for
July 1, 2006 through July 25, 2006 and enclosed a bill for $240.55 for commissions and costs advanced.

Central Tax Bureau of Pennsylvania reported $719.87 collected in Mercantile Tax, for June 2006
and enclosed a bill on tax commissions due $35.99.

The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania remitted $14,395.90 in Sales Tax.

Berkheimer Associates remitted $48,107.02 collected in garbage fees and enclosed a bill for
commissions due $1,202.68.

Creditech, Incorporated remitted $2,559.96 collected in delinquent garbage fees and enclosed a bill
for $590.57 commissions due.

The Public Service Coordinator reported $5,421.72 in building permits, $157.50 in street opening
permits, $1,500.00 Zoning Hearing Board hearings, $250.00 in grading permits, $450.00 in Planning
Commission fees, $450.00 in occupancy permits, $125.00 in community room rentals, $4,300.00 in escrow
fees, $10,913.00 in tap-in permits, $29,813.81 in sewage charges; and $195.00 in dye tests.

The Secretary/Treasurer reported investments with Sky Bank totaling $6,568,591.67.

Mr. Oskin moved the commissions and refunds be paid, seconded by Mr. Weir and carried
unanimously.

COMMUNICATIONS:

The Secretary/Treasurer advised the letter from the Planning Commission from their August 24,
2006 meeting will be read later when the items come up on the agenda.

AGENDA ITEMS:

Mr. Oskin moved to authorize the proper officers to execute the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of
Law and Decision granting conditional use approval to the application of Dorso L.P. to drill one gas well
at Dolata #1 on property owned by Joseph V. & Lori Dolato at 1033 Waterman Road (Block & Lot No.
1005-F-180), seconded by Mr. King and carried unanimously.

Dr. Kulish moved to accept the developer’s permanent withdrawal of the application of Scott and
Judi Robbins for the Robbins & Basich Subdivision, a 2-lot subdivision on Scotia Hollow Road, seconded
by Mr. Oskin and carried unanimously.

Dr. Kulish moved to grant final approval of the Gill Hall Plan, a 5-lot subdivision on Gill Hall
Road and Peters Creek Extension Road by Martin & Celine Dowling, seconded by Mr. King and carried
unanimously.

Mr. Oskin moved to grant final approval of the 7th Amendment to Patriot Pointe Phase 1,
subdividing Lot 120 through newly-constructed units to create party walls on Jackson Drive by Southersby
Development Corp., seconded by Dr. Kulish and carried on a 4-1 roll call vote. Council Members King,
Kulish, Oskin and Militzer voted yes. Council Member Weir voted no.

Mr. Oskin moved to grant preliminary and final approve of the Royal Park Estates Plan No. III,
a 2-lot subdivision abutting Cochran Mill Road and Riggs Road by Royal Parks Estates, Inc., seconded by
Mr. King and carried unanimously.



On the recommendation of the Borough Engineer, Dr. Kulish moved to grant preliminary approval
of the South Ridge Heights Plan, an 11-lot subdivision on the south side of Ridge Road and east of Siler
Lane by East Suburban, Inc., seconded by Mr. King and carried unanimously.

Greg Banner, Engineer from PBS&J representing Blackwood Acres, described the development.
He advised that the initial access was thought to be through Fawn Drive, but they could not reach an
agreement with a property owner.  Arch Street does not meet the site distance requirements for PennDOT
to use as a public road, but it is proposed to be the emergency access road. Dale Street is suitable for the
main access road, and Antler may be suitable for the second access road. Gillcrest Road is not suitable as
it is a private road. After much research, he advised Arnoni Road seems to be the most feasible choice for
the main access road. A lengthy discussion continued between Mr. Banner, Council and residents regarding
the ingress and egress of Blackwood Acres and the possibility of a wall. On the recommendation of the
Planning Commission, Mr. King moved to grant preliminary approval of Blackwood Acres Land
Development, to develop two single-family dwellings and fifty-two duplexes, located on 48 acres at Gill
Hall Road, off Stilley and Gillcrest Roads by Blackwood Acres Associates, L.P., subject to fulfilling the
following requirements and to meet with the people before returning for final approval:

A. Arnoni is to become the primary access and is to be constructed to Borough
standards. 

B. Arnoni is to be constructed at the beginning of the project and is to be used for
construction access to the development.

C. Construction of a two-way emergency access from Antler which is to be gated and
locked to prevent general use.

D. Obtain Council approval for both slope and width modifications at Antler
emergency access.

E. Construction of a secondary emergency access from Arch as originally proposed by
the Developer (hardscaped not paved).

F. Obtain Zoning Hearing Board approval of front yard setback variance of 25' vs. 35'
along Dale Street (note to Zoning Hearing Board: Planning Commission supports
this variance request.)

G. Obtain Council approval for curve radius modification at Arnoni Extension.
H. Adequately address storm water runoff concerns of residents.
I. Adequately address “Toe of Slope” encroachment issue with property owner at

Arnoni Extension.
J. Perform traffic impact study and adequately address recommendations.
Motion seconded by Mr. Weir and carried on a 3-2 roll call vote. Council Members King,

Weir and Militzer voted yes. Council Members Kulish and Oskin voted no.

Mr. Militzer read Resolution No. 19-2006, “ADOPTING THE EMERGENCY OPERATIONS
PLAN INCLUDING THE PROCLAMATION OF THE MAYOR MANDATING THE NATIONAL
INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SYSTEM BE UTILIZED FOR ALL INCIDENT MANAGEMENT.” Dr.
Kulish moved to adopt Resolution No. 19-2006, seconded by Mr. King and carried unanimously.

Mr. Militzer read Resolution No. 20-2006, “ADOPTING AND SUBMITTING TO DEP FOR
APPROVAL THE SEDDON-SISCO PLAN AS A REVISION TO THE OFFICIAL SEWAGE
FACILITIES PLAN.” Dr. Kulish moved to adopt Resolution No. 20-2006, seconded by Mr. Oskin and
carried unanimously.

Mr. Militzer read Resolution No. 21-2006, “AMENDING THE FEE RESOLUTION TO
ESTABLISH COPY FEES” Mr. Oskin moved to adopt Resolution No. 21-2006, seconded Mr. Militzer
and carried unanimously.



Mr. Militzer read Resolution No. 22-2006, “ADOPTING THE JEFFERSON HILLS FIRE-
RESCUE OPERATIONAL PLAN.” Dr. Kulish moved to adopt Resolution No. 22-2006, seconded by Mr.
Militzer and carried unanimously.

Dr. Kulish moved to authorize the proper officers to execute the Architectural Agreement with
Graves & McLean, Registered Architects dated July 6, 2006, seconded by Mr. Oskin and carried
unanimously.

Dr. Kulish moved to authorize the Engineer and Solicitor to prepare the necessary paperwork and
ordinance to accept the public improvements in the Chamberlin Ridge Phase 1, seconded by Mr. Militzer
and carried unanimously.

Mr. Oskin moved to authorize the Engineer and Solicitor to prepare the necessary paperwork and
ordinance to accept the improvements in the Richard Plan of Lots Phase 1 and Phase II, seconded by Dr.
Kulish and carried unanimously.

Mr. Oskin moved to authorize the SHACOG third renewal Bid for rock salt to North American Salt
Company at $34.51 per ton delivered, seconded by Mr. King and carried unanimously.

Mr. King moved to authorize the third renewal year bid for janitorial services at Gill Hall Park
Community Center effective September 1, 2006 (no increase), seconded by Mr. Oskin and carried
unanimously.

Dr. Kulish moved to appoint Martin F. Reagan as Chief of Police subject to and effective upon the
proper legal execution of an employment agreement which includes salary requirements and employment
conditions to be negotiated between the respective parties, seconded by Mr. Weir and carried unanimously.

GENERAL BUSINESS:

Dr. Kulish advised a lot of decisions Council had to make this evening were not easy decisions to
make.

Mr. Weir agreed that some of the decisions tonight were tough to make. He congratulated Mr.
Reagan as Chief of Police. 

Mr. Oskin congratulated Chief Reagan.

Mr. King addressed the residents of Arnoni Drive saying, he considered their concerns, and advised
it is not Council’s job to keep out development, but to make sure the developers follow all the rules and
requirements of the Borough.

On the recommendation of the Borough Engineer, Mr. Oskin moved to authorize payment to
Gannett Fleming, Inc., in the amount of $5,721.34 from the Sewer Revenue Account for engineering
services in connection with the Disconnection Agreement between the Pleasant Hills Authority and
Borough of Jefferson Hills, seconded by Mr. Militzer and carried unanimously.

Mayor Green thanked Council for voting for Chief Reagan who has been valuable to him so far.
He thanked Council for adopting the resolution on the Jefferson Hills Fire-Rescue Operational Plan. 

Chief Reagan stated all the support the Borough has given him is humbling. 



Solicitor LoPresti stated because of the foresight of this Council, he was allowed to defend the
Borough in litigation with the Police Pension Fund. He reported his firm won the litigation, saving the
Borough hundreds of thousands of dollars. He thanked Council for the opportunity to fulfill a dream–to be
the Solicitor of his hometown. He advised he will always try to keep legal fees as low as possible, but he
will not sacrifice the defense of the Borough to cut corners. Dr. Kulish stated Solicitor LoPresti was being
modest, it was quite an accomplishment to win the case, and he saved the tax payers a lot of money.

Secretary/Treasurer Mortle reported she received a liquor license for the entire 885 Park, by TJ
Youth Football for a fundraiser on September 27, 2006. She advised in accordance with Council’s
Ordinance, the following rules apply: 

1) Rental fees for the entire park areas will be set by Council as special event fees and will
only be set after receiving the recommendation of the Recreation Authority.

2) No rental arrangements for use of entire park areas or any portion of same will be approved
whereby admission fees or admission tickets are required or charged, except for Borough
sponsored events.

3) The Borough, in its sole discretion, may require any user of park shelters and facilities to
carry liability insurance or other insurance, name the Borough of Jefferson Hills as an
additional insured and furnish proof of said insurance to the Borough. When applicable, the
Borough shall require proof of the issuance of a liquor license.

4) Each appointed member of the Recreation Authority shall annually have the use of a shelter
for a day without payment of a fee or deposit which does not conflict with other rentals.

In response to Solicitor LoPresti’s question, Mr. Beam advised the Jefferson Volunteer Fire
Company, as a non-profit organization, can have a special events liquor license permit up to six times a
year. Mr. Beam advised the Recreation Authority could not vote on the application at their last meeting,
because they had not received confirmation that the Poverty Neck Hillbillies would be able to perform.
Jeffrey Dean, Treasurer of the Recreation Authority, signed the application and donated his free rental for
this use. However, the ordinance only allows use of a single pavilion, not the entire park. Solicitor LoPresti
advised the Borough will be involved with the following:

1) The Police Department will have to work overtime to provide security.

2) There will be issues regarding the sale of alcohol on Borough property.

3) The Borough will have to be provided liability insurance by TJ Youth Football.

Mr. Beam reported TJ Youth Football is looking into having Matthews Bus Company shuttle
people from possibly Jefferson Hospital, the Park-n-Ride in Large, or the Large Fire Hall. He advised they
are planning on renting port-a-johns. It was suggested to close the public restrooms as TJ Youth Football
would be responsible for any damage done to them. Mr. Beam was instructed to call a special meeting of
the Recreation Authority to approve the application of TJ Youth Football. Chief Reagan asked to attend
the meeting to discuss the security needs and try to estimate a cost for police services.

Mr. Weir moved to set the fee for the fundraiser at $400.00, seconded by Dr. Kulish and carried
unanimously. Solicitor LoPresti personally offered to donate $400.00 to cover the fee.

Mr. Militzer announced Council was invited to a meeting on August 17th at 3:00 p.m. at the



Clairton Municipal Authority building to speak about upstream communities. Mr. Militzer and Mr.
Serapiglia tentatively agreed to attend.

Mr. Militzer was contacted by Mr. Brickner regarding cancellation of the Gill Hall Community
Center. He had made application for it’s use, then his mother-in-law had passed, and he wanted a refund.
He was told that if the building was rented, he would receive a refund. Mr. Brickner found that it was
rented, but he has not received his refund. Mr. Beam replied he would look into it.

Mr. Militzer announced the TJ Youth Football fundraiser is being cosponsored by Dominic
Serapiglia and Richard Beam. The date is August 17th with the gates opening at 3:00 p.m., with the
entertainment being the Poverty Neck Hillbillies. Sponsors include Ray Anthony Co., Dick Corp., and
Liberty USA. Ticket prices will be $10 in advance and $15 at the gate. 

Mr. Militzer congratulated Chief Reagan on his promotion.

Mr. Militzer adjourned the meeting at 11:00 p.m. with an executive session to follow to discuss
personnel matters, on motion by Dr. Kulish, seconded by Mr. King and carried unanimously.
